Thomas C. Marsh,
Founder Of

Our School

Thomas C, Marsh was born in
1831 and raised on a farm in
Harrison County, Kentucky. In 1844
he and his family moved to Dallas
County where his father home-
steaded 1615 acres of land. His
family was considered well-to-do
by pioneer standards.

Thomas gained quite a reputa-
tion as a very good bear hunter
and also brought home quail, deer,
and wild turkey. The Indians in
the area stole Marsh cattle and
horses. It wasn’t out of the ordi-
nary to find Indian arrows sticking
out of them. He married and began
farming for himself on 16 acres.
He lived in a log hut, had three
children, and prospered as afarm-
er. He joined the Confederate Army
in 1862. After the war, he re-
turned, bought more land, and be-
came a wealthy farmer. He expired
in 1899.

The Thomas C, Marsh Junior

High School is built on land that
originally belonged to this hardy
pioneer family. It was pamed in
honor of him.
